The republic is connected to diferent regions throughout Russia bi daily trains to and with Moscow and Kazan, an airport located near Yoshkar-Ola, and a port on the Volga River in kozmodemyansk. Another is the Bolshaya Kokhaga National Reserve, where visitors can walk through virgin forests and observe local wildlifes.

�Mari Ell is also the site of several mineral springs, money of which are located in the Ilet valley. Many small resorts and children's camps are also located on the various lakes throughout the republic. The more important facilities of higher education are Mari State Technical Yuniversity and Mari State University, both located in Yoshkarola. There are also more than 900 primary and secondary schools located throughout republic.
